“ANGLE OF VIEW”

EDUCATIONAL CD-ROM FOR REFEREES

INSTRUCTIONS:

Insert the CD and for fastest operation, download both icons onto the computer hard drive.  Turn off all the applications you don’t need.

Double-click to open the icon “Angle of View”.

Title slide appears.

Then a series of short video clips will appear, accompanied by piano music.

The author’s name and credentials will follow.  On the bottom of the screen, white “forward” and “back” arrows appear.  Click the forward arrow ( > ), which will start video and commentary.

At the end of the commentary, screen will show “Purpose” for the CD.  Click forward arrow ( > ).

Short video will appear, with commentary, of a terrible foul.  Commentary will show the method of converting video to a computer simulation.  Click forward arrow ( > ).

This brings up the main menu page of six (1 – 6) incidents.

Follow instructions on the screen to see each incident in turn.  To hear the commentary for each one, make sure at the bottom of the screen that the “Voice” button is turned on.  

You can watch the video of the incident at the same time as you manipulate the computer image, either by using the blue controller, or by moving the referee around the circle in the overhead view. 

Note that you can turn the “Blind spot” on or off at will.  

Before turning the “Blind spot” on, try figuring out for yourself where the referee cannot see the actual contact between the players.  

If you turn off the “Voice” button, turn it back on before you select another incident from the main menu.

After you have watched all six incidents, click on “Summary” to advance the program.  Use the forward arrow to hear and see the summary diagrams, and to reach the end of the CD.

Robert (Bob) Evans was born in England and grew up in Wales.  He emigrated from Britain to the United States to complete his education, earning a Doctorate in Geology from the University of Kansas.  Thereafter he worked as a research scientist in Dallas, Texas until 1996.


In 1972 he was appointed as linesman, then referee in the North American Soccer League.  In 1979 he became a member of the International Panel for the United States, and worked elimination matches in the World Cup and Olympic competitions.  He retired early from the International Panel to take up the position of National Director of Referee Instruction for the United States Soccer Federation.
